2. Who can get free meals? Children in households getting Food Stamps, FIP, or FDPIR and most foster children can
get free meals regardless of your income. Also, your children can get free meals if your household income is within
the free limits on the Federal Income Guidelines.

3. Can homeless, runaway, and migrant children get free meals? Please call Karen Scholl
homeless liaison or migrant coordinator to see if your child(ren) qualify if you have not been informed that they wnll
get free meals.

4. Who can get reduced price meals? Your children can get low cost meals if your household income is within the
reduced price limits on the Federal Income Chart shown on this application.

5. Should I fill out an application if I got a letter this school year saying my children are approved for free
or reduced price meals? Please read the letter you got carefully and follow the instructions. Call the school at
